8. Department o f Languages: Successful venture in any field calls for command 

over language, thus English as a means of communication has an immense role 

to play. At a very heterogeneous campus like Brindavan College, it has even 

more significance owing to the only means of breaking the barrier between 

students and teaching fraternity and among students. With emerging arena of 

globalization and freeɬmarket economies have catapulted English to play an 

increasingly dominant role in global communication.
